In response to the growing problem of unemployment, 
many families are struggling to make their food dollars 
stretch while also making their rent or mortgage pay-
ments.  Angel Food Ministries is a non-profit organiza-
tion that provides food for a week for a family of 4 for 
$30.  You pay $30 and receive $65 or more worth of 
food.  (Locally, it actually comes to between $70 and 
$72 worth of food.) The food is fresh, healthy and nutri-
tious.  It is not expired or old food.  You may order on-
line with a credit or debit card, or to use food stamps or 
cash, place your order in person at the site.  The two 
local Orange County locations are: St. Paul's Episcopal 
Church, 1221 Wass St., Tustin, CA 92780 (Director:
