We are currently limited to the number of
guests we can enroll by the number of PA’s we have as vol-
unteers. Currently we are hosting six guests but are going to
increase the total to eight guests to serve as many people as
we can considering the current economic situation. The PA
will meet with the guest once a week for about 2 hours and
check their paper work and answer any questions or help
with any needs they might have.
